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An Administrator Manual, an audio CD and a Student Booklet are included in 

World Languages ACPs. These tests have two main sections. A listening 

section requires the administrator to play the audio CD (and follow along 

using the Administrator Manual) while the students listen and then choose 

the answer shown in the Student Booklet. In the second section, students 

work independently in the Student Booklet. 

For the set of Example Items, the Administrator Manual and Student Booklet 

are merged only for the listening section. Each listening item is enclosed in 

its own box. Inside each box is an audio icon; click the icon to play the item, 

and follow along using the Administrator Manual text. For each item, 

students hear a dialogue or conversation. Each selection is played twice; 

student options are read independently. When all have been played, 

students complete the remaining items independently.
