What is Credit by Examination for Acceleration (CEFA)?

Credit by Examination for Acceleration (CEFA) is a means by which high-achieving elementary students with above average
grades and test scores may advance one grade level by taking and passing required tests.

Who may apply?

Students in Grades K-5 must contact the school counselor to apply, pending approval (counselor, principal, and parent).
Applications must be submitted to the district's Assessment Department. Applications should be uploaded when ordering exams
online by specified deadlines by going to: http://assessment.dallasisd.org/

Which tests are administered?

Examinations for acceleration, developed through Texas Tech University, are used to assess mastery of the essential elements
for students in Grades 1-5. Pre-Kindergarten students may be accelerated to Grade 1 by taking and passing an appropriate
kindergarten norm-reference test with the approval of the principal, counselor, and classroom teacher(s). Parents of pre-
kindergarten students should apply at the end of the Pre-k school year through their home campus. In order to apply for
acceleration, pre-kindergarten students must meet the chronological age requirements of entering kindergarten. Students must
be five years old by September 1%t of the enrollment year.

What is the cost?

There is no cost to Dallas ISD students when testing within the testing designated testing windows.

What percent mastery must students attain to be promoted one grade level?

Elementary school students who want acceleration must attain 80% mastery or higher in language arts, mathematics, science,
and social studies. Kindergarten students must show mastery of the Kindergarten material by scoring at or above the 70t
percentile on an appropriate kindergarten norm-reference test. All result(s) will be sent to students’ home school within 4-5
weeks after testing.

Credit by Examination (CBE) with no prior instruction is a means by which high-achieving middle and high school students with
above average grades and test scores may be awarded course credit(s) for a particular course by taking and passing required
test(s).

With Prior Instruction

Credit by Examination (CBE) with prior instruction is a means by which students who have failed a course(s), been referred
by the attendance committee, or with other special circumstances may be awarded credit(s) for a particular course by taking
and passing required test(s)

Who may apply?

Students in Grades 6-12 may apply for examinations with counselor, principal, and parent approval. Students must apply through
the school counselor. Applications must be submitted to Assessment. Applications should be uploaded when ordering exams
online by specified deadlines by going to: http://assessment.dallasisd.org/.

What is the cost? /Limits on Taking Examinations?

There is no cost to Dallas ISD students when testing within the testing designated testing windows. A student cannot attempt to
receive course credit in a particular subject more than two times.

What percent mastery must students attain to receive credit?

e To receive course credit, middle school students and high school students with no prior instruction students must receive
80% mastery.

e To receive course credit, middle school students and high school students with prior instruction must receive at
least 70% mastery.

CREDIT BY EXAMINATION (CBE) for
Languages Other Than English (LOTE), GRADES 9-12
2021-2022

In April 2019, the District partnered with Avant Assessments and Language Testing International to provide testing instruments
that will assess students’ abilities in Languages Other Than English, replacing the Texas Tech versions. This includes phone-
based and computer-based assessments. Examinations are available for any secondary student who is a native speaker in a
foreign language, has traveled or studied in a foreign country, or is currently enrolled in a prerequisite foreign language course.

How Do Students Attain Credit?

LOTE exams are based on a proficiency level grading system: Novice Mid, Low Range Novice High, High Range Novice
High, and Intermediate Low. Students who are tested can be awarded up to 2 credits.

e To receive course(s) credit(s), high school students with no prior instruction must score as outlined below on an
approved language proficiency test. These language proficiency levels equate to a performance of 80% or above and
thereby meet the standard set by the state.

Novice Mid: Level 1a Credit
Low range Novice High: Level 1b Credit
High range Novice High: Level 2a Credit
Intermediate Low: Level 2b Credit

e To receive course(s) credit(s), high school students with prior instruction must score as outlined below on an
approved language proficiency test. These language proficiency levels equate to a performance of 70% or above
and thereby meet the standard set by the state.

For non-logographic languages:

Low Range Novice Mid: Level 1a Credit
High Range Novice Mid: Level 1b Credit
Novice High: Level 2a Credit
Intermediate Low: Level 2b Credit

For logographic languages:

Novice Low: Level 1a Credit
Low range Novice Mid: Level 1b Credit
High range Novice Mid: Level 2a Credit
Novice High: Level 2b Credit

The supervisor of foreign language may recommend additional tests to be used to assess students’ abilities in foreign language.
Any examination recommended by the supervisor of foreign language will be certified that it provides a valid measure of a
student’s language proficiency and that these measures of proficiency levels equate to the performance standards set by the
state in EHDC (Legal).

ACCREDITED SCHOOLS, GRADES K-12
2021-2022

What is CBEWACP?

Credit by examination with Assessment of Course Performance (CBEWACP) is a means by which students entering the
Dallas Independent School District from home study or non-accredited schools may receive credit for prior instruction in
course(s) with parent, counselor, and principal approval. Students should apply for CBEWACP through the school
counselor.

Who may apply?

Students entering the District in the 2" semester of Grade 9 or either semester (15t or 2") of Grades 10-12 from a home
study or non-accredited school may apply for CBEwWACP in order to verify/receive credit(s) for prior instruction.

The CBEWACP will not be administered to students entering the District's elementary or middle schools from home study
or non-accredited schools. The principal and school personnel should place these students in the appropriate grade
level determined by use of available diagnostic measures.

Enrollment and cost

The counselor must complete the District’s application form and submit it to the District’'s Assessment Department, Box
150 or scan/email to StateAssessments@dallasisd.org. The District's Assessment of Course Performance (ACP) semester
examinations will be used to assess mastery of the essential elements at no cost to the parent/student. Assessment will
assign a test administrator who will go to the school to administer the test(s).

Test preparation

It is the responsibility of the student/parent to obtain information on course content. The District is not obligated to furnish
textbooks, study guides, tutoring, or other instructional aides to students who apply and enter the District from home
study or non-accredited schools.

What percent mastery must students attain to receive credit?

A student may receive course credit on a prior course taken if he or she scores at least 70% correct on the CBEWACP.

When will test be administered?

Upon receipt of the student’s application, the tests will be administered as soon as possible by an Assessment test
administrator.
